-very vekemently any appointment of additional staff inthe
Secretariat. Sir, I have some personal knowledge. of the
staff of the Secretariat —the mumber of clerks, Superinten-
dents, and Secretaries employed and the work turned out by
them, It always had beon my view not to add to the strength
of the Secretariat; . but on the contraryI  thought and
‘even mow think that the strengh of the staff could be
reduced by one-third or at least 25%,. That is my confirmed
view, This is not an irresponsible statement. You may ask
me “why did you not do it when you were in power?’ Sir,
the integration took place and very many. arrangements
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‘have already been made. Also, many officers with long

periods of service had o be reverted and I did'not want to
do that.. But additions to the existing staff was & thing
I was definitely against and.still I am against it, There i

- no doubt, Sir, that the Secretariat is over-staffed. . If any

new work is to be done, Government will haye to find the

staff from the existing strength. There. are very many

Sections in the Secretariat which are definitely over-maned.
Simply because one more Section is to be opened mew appo-
intments are to be made. We have already increased the
pay of Government servants involving an additional expendt
ture amounting to crores. And, here more staff is appointed
simply because one more Section is opened. = Besides, we ar?

‘not given the defails either. There is an element of irresponsi-
“bility . involved in this demand. Here, Government aré

inoreasing the staff merely for the sake of providing appoint
ments. Our administration is already top-heavy. We must
reduce the staff as we have reasomahly paid high salaries i
the employees. - This inorease in staff is highly objectionable
‘and therefore, I oppose this demand. o
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
